HANDLERS GUIDELINES

Best Kept - Dogs should have a clean and well brushed coat, clean eyes and ears and should be well fed, but not overweight. The
kittens and cats awarded prizes in this section should have a shiny well brushed coat with no loose fur or tangles and clean eyes
and ears. Birds should be in a clean cage, containing fresh drinking water. The bird should have clean, clear eyes and clean
feathers. All other pets should be in a clean and suitably sized container and should look well cared for.

Best Mannered - Dogs are to be well behaved and suitably controlled by its owner.

Dog with the Wagglest Tall - Dog must be clean and obedient but, most importantly, it must wag its tail in a happy manner.
Prettlest Pet - The pet should be well kept and have a colourful and interesting coat, or fur, feathers or skin.
