1. Entries to the Show are accepted subject to the
rules and regulations of the Society and the entrant
agrees to be bound by these rules and regulations.

2. The Society will take all reasonable care of exhibits
but accepts no responsibility for loss or damage.

3. Sale and District Agricultural Society Inc. advises
that it takes all reasonable care for the wellbeing of
all persons, but presence on or participation in
activities in these showgrounds is entirely without
reservation your responsibility.

4. Entry fees are as stated in the schedule and must
accompany the entry form for an entry to be valid.
Entries Fees for all animal events include
compulsory Public Llablllty Insurance. No entry will
be accepted without fees. The concession entry
rates will apply only on payment of the (Sale Ag.
Society) Show Ticket fee. Telephone entries are not
accepted.

5. The Society will refuse admission to, or remove from
the Showgrounds, any animal that in the opinion of
the society is believed to be diseased, dangerous or
likely to interfere with the success of the Show in
any way.

6. The Committee may alter or amend the prize list or
substitute trophies for prize money.

7. Disputes are referred to the committee whose
decision is final.

Sale Showground Rules
and Equine Etiquette

Sale and District Agricultural Society, as owner and manager of Sale
Showground, Sale-Maffra Rd., Sale, considers the well-being of all
persons visiting and/or using Sale Showgrounds to be of the utmost
importance.

See general Rules and Regulations page 4.

The Society’s Equine Etiquette guide is designed to enable you to
contribute to the Society commitment toward ensuring personal
safety through risk management initiatives aimed at, wherever
practical, eliminating or reducing adverse behaviour, practices or
procedures.

Failure by persons within Sale Showground to endeavour to comply
with the Society’s Equine Etiquette will be considered a breach of
Showground rules and sufficient grounds to be asked to vacate the
Showground.

Entering Showground and Parking:

Drive in slowly! When parking, leave room around the nearest float
where horses may be tied.

Moving on the Showground:

Our Showground rule is always move at a walk outside the arena.
Arena Entry:

Don’t block the arena gate area.

Arena Etiquette:

Keep within the designated warm-up area. Exit arena immediately if
asked to do so.

Yards:

Yards: A limited number of permanent yards are available within the
Showgrounds for Showground events. An overnight yarding fee must
be paid. This fee - plus camping fee - also applies to travellers using
yards for overnighting.

Tying up:

Horses must not be tied to any Showground fencing whether of
permanent or temporary construction. Tie only to your float.

Dogs:

If you must bring a dog to our show, our rule is that dogs must be
constrained on a lead at all time but also be prepared to have to
lock your dog in your float. Never tie a dog to the outside of a vehicle
or float.

Campling fees:

All persons camping overnight anywhere within Sale Showgrounds
must register on arrival with the resident Showground Managers (at
cottage at far eastern end of Showground) and pay the nightly fee.
There are no exceptions.

Public Caravan Park:

Horse/float owners are prohibited from parking or camping within
the designated Sale Showground Caravan Park precinct (the area
east of the sealed roadway eastwards of the main arena) with
exception only, and then only with Society permission, at significant
events such as World Cup Showjumping.

Sewage Dump Polnt:

A black-water sewage dump point located on the north side of the
main arena (clearly marked with blue/white Campervan and
Motorhome Club of Australia sign) must be used for emptying
portable toilets.

All persons visiting or using Sale Showgrounds are required to

NOVICE Rider, Horse or Pony: One which has never been placed
first competing singly at any Agricultural and/or Pastoral show.
Exhibitors must be prepared to sign a statutory declaration if
called upon by the Chief Steward. Novice horses and ponies
competing as such and winning any event shall be deemed to be a
novice for the duration of the show.

BREEDING YEAR dates from 1st August.

GOOD HANDS COMPETITION Presentation certificates will be
presented to the first in each section; such certificate will entitle
the holders to compete for the Good Hands Challenge Trophy at
the Royal Agricultural Society’s Show. Only Holders of qualifying
certificates won during the proceeding 12 months will be eligible
to compete for the Challenge Trophy at the Royal Melbourne Show.
Competitors shall be judged solely on the riding ability. Mount,
saddlery or costume will not me taken into account, but special
attention will be paid to hands, general management and control
of the horse or pony. Ordinary snaffle bit to be used. Single
jointed, smooth and of one metal with or without cavesson
noseband.

INSPECTION OF EXHIBITS - All alpacas must be registered with the
Australian Alpaca Association Ltd. and carry an approved brass tag
showing the alpaca's IAR number. A copy of the pedigree certificate of
each alpaca entered (both sldes) must accompany the entry form. No
male animal shall be eligible for exhibition if it is not entire (except for
wethers). All genitalia shall be complete, properly formed and
proportioned for normal reproduction. The convener, with consultation
of the Show Committee of a Show conducted under the Association
Rules shall appoint a person, or persons, as an inspector, or
inspectors, who shall inspect all alpacas for genetic faults, colour
class, IAR number and physical visible disfigurement. The Inspector or
Chief Steward will classify all entries for colour and has the power to
transfer an exhibit to the class which, in his/her opinion, it should have
entered. The Chief Steward will combine or split classes as he/she
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sees fit. The Inspection of all alpacas will commence at 8am on
judging day. Alpacas not in their allotted pens and available for
inspection at the official time may be disqualified by the Chief
Steward. Exhibitors or their agent must be in attendance at the time of
inspection and will be required to assist. Exhibits of Huacaya must
carry a minimum fleece length of 50mm and a recommended
maximum length not exceeding 130mm. Exhibits of Suri must carry a
minimum fleece length of 75mm. Fleece length will be assessed by the
judge. Exhibits shall not have fleece of a different colour to that of the
blanket removed from an animal to a level below that of the blanket
fleece. Huacaya 12 months & older must be shorn regularly so that no
more than 15 months fleece is carried at the time of showing. Suri
must be shorn regularly so that no more than 24 months fleece is
carrled at the time of showlng. Any alpaca found to have lice
infestation must be removed from the venue IMMEDIATELY along with
any other alpacas present that belong to the same exhibitor. The only
person or stud eligible to exhibit an animal is the owner listed on the
AAA register, or the agent of the registered owner. NOTE: If there is no
IAR tag present in the ear of an animal exhibit, official Association
confirmation must be provided by the owner to the Chief Steward that
the ear tag has been recently lost and that a new tag has been ordered
and paid for.

WETHERS - It is a requirement for wethers to be registered on the IAR
to compete at AAA Ltd. run shows. No wether may have any visible
genetic faults.

EXHIBITORS MEETING - The Chief Steward requests that all exhibitors
attend a meeting in the show ring prior to commencement of judging,
to be briefed on Show procedures. All exhibitors are bound by the
Exhibitors’ Code of Conduct.

DRESS CODE - All attendants leading stock shall wear a white coat
over long black trousers or long black skirts and clean, closed toed
black or brown dress shoes or boots. No shorts, open shoes or hats.
The Chief Steward may disqualify an exhibitor for incorrect attire.
JUDGING - Huacaya, Suri and fleece judging will be on judging day. A
competitor may not discuss with the Judge their alpacas, or proposed
exhibits prior to, or during the show judging. The Judge's decision shall
be final. He/she may choose not to award a prize or prizes in a class.
All exhibitors shall, on the day of the show, obtain their pen positions
and class numbers from the Shed Steward. Class numbers of the
exhibit must be worn and clearly displayed by the handler whilst in the
show ring. The age of the alpaca, in months, must be displayed on the
class number card. All handlers showing animals must be competent in
handling of their exhibit, or removal from the ring may be requested by
the judge. All exhibitors must place their animals in the pens allocated
by the Show Stewards and must not be moved or removed except by
order of the Chief Steward.

FLEECES - All fleeces being exhibited (including wether fleeces) must
be the bona fide property of an AAA Ltd. Financial member. All fleeces
being shown must be the bona fide property of the exhibitor. Fleeces
are to be lodged with Fleece Steward at the grounds by 8am on
Judging day. Fleeces not In by 8am wiil be disqualified. Only one fleece

that has been shorn in the 18 months prior to the show may be shown
from any one animal. It is recommended that fleeces be placed in bags
made of satin or similar material, or heavy plastic. Plastic garbage
bags should be avoided. Exhibitors, when submitting fleeces, must
attach to the fleece the number supplied for that class (no names).

EXERCISING OF ANIMALS - Once judging has commenced, all animals
shall remain in their allotted pens.

CORRECT ANIMAL COLOUR CLASSIFICATION - An alpaca is to be
shown in the appropriate colour class, when it is predominantly that
colour. Any colour variations will be assessed at time of inspection.
Exhibitors shall not have fleece of a different colour to that of the
blanket removed from an animal to a level below that of the blanket
fleece. A fancy alpaca is to be shown in a fancy class if it has an
unusual or striking distribution of colour, e.g. different coloured saddle
markings. A non solid coloured animal with different colour markings
on the head, chest or legs does not constitute a fancy alpaca. A
predominantly grey alpaca (grey, rose grey/roan) is to be shown in a
grey class, whether or not it has any other colour spots present, and
any colour variations will be assessed at the Judge's discretion.

AGE OF ALPACA - alpacas must be entered into the correct class for
their age (i.e. age on judging day).

SIRES PROGENY CLASS - The progeny class is for two progeny by one
sire. A Sires Progeny entry cannot contain a wether, but may be a
group of males, females or males and females. Progeny need not be
owned or bred by the one exhibitor, but all must be the progeny of the
one sire and drawn from the ordinary classes. All progeny must have
been entered as animal exhibits in the same Show as that in which
they are to be exhibited as Sires Progeny. Only one progeny from any
one dam may be shown in each sires progeny group unless the progeny
have been born at least eleven months apart. Name and details of sire
only to be stated on the entry form. There shall be at least two entries
in the sire progeny class before the class will take place. Only one
entry fee per group is required. The exhibit may be entered on the day
of the Show before 12 noon.

BEST HUACAYA COLOUR CLASS - For example: Best White, Best Fawn,
Best Brown and so on. To be drawn from the winners of respective age
groups / colour classes, both male and female. This will be in addition
to the standard age group Championship events and will be judged
after the Supreme Championship, time permitting.

PROTESTS - Only an exhibitor may lodge a protest against another
exhibitor or a Show Official. The protest shall be lodged in

writing together with a deposit of $50, which shall be refunded if the
protest is upheld. The sole grounds for a protest shall be a breach of
the Show Rules. Protests shall be lodged with the Chief Steward or
Show Convenor within one hour of the end of the day’s showing (when
the last animal leaves the ring). The Chief Steward or Show Convenor
shall set up a Protest Committee prior to the commencement of the
Show. The Committee shall comprise the Chief Steward as the Chair
and two ordinary members not associated with the alleged incident. If
an alleged incident occurred resulting in a protest in a class where the
Chief Steward was exhibiting and his or her exhibit may have some
bearing on the outcome of the protest then the Chief Steward would
stand aside and be replaced by the Show Convenor or another suitable
member. A meeting will be convened within 30 minutes of the protest
being received. The Protest Committee shall immediately investigate
the protest and if found to be valid, initiate appropriate action.
Complaints against Judges are to be put in writing, within one week of
the alleged incident, addressed to the AAA Ltd. National Secretary, c/-
AAA Ltd. National Office accompanied by a $50 fee, which will be
refunded in the event that the complaint is upheld. The protests and all
matters arising therefrom shall be determined conclusively and shall
not be the subject of any appeal to any court or any order for review or
of a similar nature.

EXCESS ENTRIES - In the event of more entries being received than
can be accommodated, alpaca entries may be reduced. If necessary
the number of alpacas from any one exhibitor may also be reduced to a
figure determined by the show convenor. The exhibitor will have the
right to nominate the alpaca to be withdrawn should this reduction be
necessary.

LIABILITY - All exhibltors are advised to have thelr own PUBLIC
LIABILITY INSURANCE

Entry to and remaining on the Sale Ag Society Grounds (the venue) is

entirely at the risk of the exhibitor and to the maximum permitted by

the law, the exhibitor releases the Australian Alpaca Association Ltd.

(with term includes in this clause the Association’s officers,

employees, and agents) from all claims and demands of every kind

resulting from any accidents, damage or injury, occurring at the venue,
and without limitation, the exhibitor acknowledges:

* Dairy breeds or dairy cross bred goats, which are not sourced from
GoatMAP herds.

* Goat herds with RD2 or lower status.

* Dairy cattle with a Dairy Assurance Score of less than 7.

* Beef cattle, other than those in the CattleMAP or Beef Only.

* Sheep which have an ABC score of less than 3.

2. RD2: A herd which has had a second negative herd test of all animals
over 12 months of age in the herd, at least 2 years after RD1 status was
achieved as part of an Approved Property Disease

Management Plan.

3. RD1: A herd with a history of infection which has had 1 negative herd
test of all animals over 12 months of age in the herd, at least 12 months
after the last infected animal was removed from the herd as part of

an approved Property Disease Management Plan.

4. Infected but undertaking an approved Property Disease
Management Plan: An infected herd that has not yet progressed to RD1
status but is complying with an on-farm disease control program
combining elements of testing, kid rearing and biosecurity that has been
approved by Chief Veterinary Officer (C\VVO) of the jurisdiction.

5. Infected: means infected with Johne’s disease. Herds are no longer
regarded as infected when a Property Disease Management Plan, which
has been approved by the Chief Veterinary Officer (CVO) of the
jurisdiction, has been completed.

6. Check Test: A test of 50 goats over 12 months of age in the herd (or all
goats over 12 months of age in smaller herds) by serology or faecal culture
or pooled faecal culture of two (2) pools each of 25 goats, with negative
results. The animals should be selected so as to increase the probability of
detecting infection, i.e. older animals, animals in poor body condition.

7. Approved Vaccinated Goat: A goat that is:

« vaccinated with an approved Johne’s disease vaccine by 16 weeks of age;
or vaccinated with an approved Johne’s disease vaccine after 16 weeks of
age where, in the written opinion of a GoatMAP approved veterinarian,
vaccination occurred prior to exposure to Johne’s disease infection; and ¢
is identified by an Approved Vaccination Tag.

8. Nationally approved kid rearing program: A kid rearing program
designed to minimise the spread of Johne’s disease in intensively managed
herds, which has been documented and agreed by GICA and Animal
Health Committee. (In development)
